This document describes Django’s built-in template tags and filters. It is recommended that
you use the automatic documentation, if available, as this will also include documentation
for any custom tags or filters installed.

Built-in tag reference

autoescape

Controls the current auto-escaping behavior. This tag takes either on or off as an argument
and that determines whether auto-escaping is in effect inside the block. The block is closed
with an endautoescape ending tag.

When auto-escaping is in effect, all variable content has HTML escaping applied to it before
placing the result into the output (but after any filters have been applied). This is equivalent

Sample usage:
{% autoescape on %}

{{ body }}
{% endautoescape %}

block

Defines a block that can be overridden by child templates. See Template inheritance for
more information.

comment
Ignores everything between {% comment %} and {% endcomment %}.

Sample usage:

<p>Rendered text with {{ pub date|date:"c" }}</p>
{% comment %}

<p>Commented out text with {{ create date|date:"c" }}</p>
{% endcomment %}

comment tags cannot be nested.

csrf_token

This tag is used for CSRF protection, as described in the documentation for Cross Site
Request Forgeries.
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
